DECISION



A preliminary hearing was held by video conference on Monday, February 24, 2025, at the request of the Respondent for the purpose of reviewing the Complainant’s initial disclosure, submitted on February 18, 2025.  The merit hearing is scheduled to commence on September 8, 2025.

BACKGROUND AND DESCRIPTION OF PROPERTY UNDER COMPLAINT

[1] The property under complaint is a pulp mill owned by Alberta-Pacific Forest Industries Inc.  It is   located on a 164 acre parcel at NE1/4 Section 19, Township 68, Range 19, W4M, Athabasca County. The mill has a capacity of 620,000 tons of Northern Bleached Pulp, a mixture of hardwood and softwood pulp, plus 65 megawatts of electric power.


PRELIMINARY or PROCEDURAL MATTERS 

Missing Documents

[2] The Provincial Assessor’s (PA) counsel had asked for the preliminary hearing to address issues related to the initial disclosure submitted by the Complainant on February 18, 2025. Specifically, the issue concerned a chart in Exhibit 8.1-C, Tab 8 of the DMA report from Mr. Fluney, which lists several projects. The third column of the chart references the supporting document for the cost estimate in the second column of the chart.  The supporting documents are not attached for the cost estimates for the following projects:
a. Woodroom upgrade;
b. Green Liquor Clarifier;
c. Recovery Boiler replacement – the provided link does not work;
d. Raw water supply line; and
e. Shoe Press Installation.

[3] The PA asked that the missing reference documents be provided as soon as possible.

[4] Counsel for the Complainant agreed to provide the requested documents on or before Monday, March 3, 2025, or to update the Parties and the Tribunal at that time if this deadline could not be met. The PA accepted.

Confidentiality

[5] The PA agreed to the confidentiality protocol provided in the Complainant’s submissions.

Intervenor Status

[6] The Intervenor confirmed that they would cooperate with the Tribunal’s protocol for intervenor status, allowing opening and closing legal arguments by the Intervenor, with any other questions to be addressed through the Respondent.
